We think it is great that home owners
are taking pride in their properties and
investing in upgrades and changes to
their homes. However, since The Vil-
lages of Leacroft are a Covenant re-
stricted community, the Architectural
Review Committee (ARC) must ap-
prove any external changes to your
home before you start work.

Some of the outdoor projects you might
forget need ARC approval include:

Mailbox replacement

Roof replacement

Painting

Erecting a fence

Major landscaping projects
Deck additions

Sheds and out buildings
Siding replacement

While this is not an exhaustive list, it is
important to check with the ARC com-
mittee before starting your project;
even if you are color-matching the ex-
isting paint, replacing an existing fence,
etc.

The purpose of ARC approval is first
and foremost to maintain the property
values in our neighborhood as the econ-
omy continues to struggle. The appear-
ance of your home affects the resale
value of every other home in our com-
munity. Secondly, it is important for us
to have a record of the improvements
that have previously been made in the
neighborhood in case there are com-
plaints about covenants violations.

The ARC is currently comprised of three
of your neighbors: Mike Wisniewski
(Chair), Jean Keenan, and Gena Ash-
ley. More volunteers are always wel-
comed!

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Since the new HOA board started this year, they have
been busy at work getting things done for the neighbor-
hood. Here are only some examples of the projects that
have been completed:

Common Area

The Villages of Leacroft pool was redone with new
coping and tiles as well as the deck repaired of
many existing cracks. We had to make sure our
pool drains were complaint with new safety legisla-
tion. Our neighbor Fred Alfred did a great job on
this work!

New pool furniture was purchased and many of the
existing chairs were restrapped.

Sand in the playground sandbox was replenished.
Rotted wood on the benches and at the entrance of
the pool house were replaced and repainted.

Flood lights were added to the existing pool lights to
illuminate the playground area at night.

Light bulbs were replaced in all of the lights around
the common area.

The board implemented once-a-month adult swim
nights from 6 PM — 9 PM for June 18th, July 16th,
and August 20th.

A new sign was added to the playground that dis-
courages trespassing after dark.

The board has collected bids for replacing the roof
on the pool house due to hail damage. This project
will not begin, however, until after the pool closes
for the season.

We are also getting quotes for tennis court repairs.

We made a CharMeck service request to repair all of
the sidewalk damaged caused by AT&T.

A CCR’s committee is working on updating the existing
Leacroft Bylaws and Covenants.

1. If you have clay soil, it will typi-

cally compact easily and need to be
aerated more often than other types
of soil and should be aerated twice

a year (Spring & Fall).

2. If you have sandy soil, it will typi-
cally not compact as easily as clay
soils, therefore you should aerate
your lawn only once during the

year (Spring or Fall).

3. If you are planning on fertilizing
or reseeding your lawn, it is best to
aerate just prior to doing so . This
will help allow the fertilizer, seed, and
other nutrients to penetrate your lawn
and soil, thereby producing better
results.

4. Try not to aerate during times

of drought and high heat . Instead of
helping your lawn, it may allow mois-
ture to escape the soil more rapidly
and remove small layers of Thatch
that can actually benefit your lawn.
This moderate layer of thatch can
help to insulate your soil from sunlight
and excessive evaporation.

5. Avoid aerating your lawn dur-
ing times of weed problems . Aerat-
ing may actually help spread weeds
by causing weed infestation. Try to
control your weeds prior to aerating.

6. Try to water and/or dampen
your lawn one day prior to aerat-
ing . This will help soften the soil and

allow for better penetration by the
aerator, thereby providing better re-
sults.

7. If you just planted a new lawn
and/or laid sod, it is best to wait un-
til your grass roots are well estab-
lished to begin aerating . Aerating
sod just prior to good root establish-
ment can actually pull-up the sod
from the ground and create more
problems then it is worth. Additionally,
pre-mature aerating can cause ex-
cess moisture/water buildup and can
prevent the grass roots form getting
enough air to grow deep.
